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of “thing” and a similitude to “unity of opposites.” Eliade noted that
modern man’s “private myth” as found in Pulakesin can no longer
rise to the heights of existential myth. On the other hand, this is what
Merleau-Ponty confirmed: taking the metaphysical meaning of this
illness (schizophrenia) as the axis to interpret Cezanne. The “religious-

historical” horizon before us is expansive, deep, and stygian . . .

Given the background of our aging society, facilities installed to
meet the particular demands of the disabled are undergoing a transition
from barrier free to universal design.

The intent of "fair use by anyone" as found in universal design is
not to have everyone make use of disabled facilities, which often may be
limited to one facility or restricted physically in some other way.

Universal design is an import from United States, which places
value in "fair accessibility." In order to disseminate this thinking in
our society, we need to appeal to the society about the original intent
of the notion of fair use by anyone. Universal design is to have all
parking spaces and restrooms be accessible to people who require
wheelchairs. We need to be more vocal about the original meaning of
the term "common use" and seek greater awareness of its intent and
significance to a wider range of people and thus place more emphasis
on improved morals regarding this issue.
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
